* By an established playwright;
» By an experienced theatre director;
» By a theatre critic.

This reading process is vital to our success, as itassures
the marketplace that we have a quality product to offer.
If accepted, the full cost of publication of a play is
covered by the Co-operative. Because we are a not-for-
profit organization there has to be a small charge
towards the cost of running the reading service. This is
not, repeat not, vanity publishing
